Events & Format: Men’s and Women'’s singles and doubles, and Mixed doubles in Open, Juniors/Novice, Collegiate,
Seniors, Masters, Grand Masters divisions in accordance to USA Badminton rules for 15x3 and 11x3 scoring formats.
The standard age for Jr. Seniors events is 30+, Seniors is 40+, Masters 50+, and Grand Masters 60+.

The Juniors/Novice division is open to novice players and players under 19 years of age as of 8/18/2006.
Collegiate events are opened to full time College Undergraduate and Graduate students (proof of enrollment for
Fall 2006 Term necessary).

The tournament director will determine who qualifies as a novice. The Juniors/Novice and Collegiate divisions may
be further split into different age categories if there are enough participants.

The mixed teams for each event are eligible provided that (a) the male meets the minimum age requirement for
the division and (b) the combined age of the pair is 60+ for Jr. Seniors, 80+ for Seniors, 100+ for Masters, and 120+ for
Grand Masters.

Consolation rounds will be held for each event. A Round Robin format may be used at the discretion of the
Tournament Director. Players may enter a maximum of four (4) events unless permitted by the Tournament Director.

Prizes: Wilson Rackets will be awarded to the winners in each division. Other prizes will be announced later.

Entry Deadline: August 12, 2006. Entries may be accepted after the deadline at the discretion of the Tournament
Director. A $5.00 late fee will be charged.

Registration: Registration will be at the Kissimmee Civic Center, and begins Friday August 18, 2006 at 5:00 PM, and
on Saturday, August 19t 2006 at 8:00 AM.
